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ARMENIAN 5th-6th CENTURY BASILICA CHURCH
ON THE SLOPE OF ARARAT

VAHAGN GURZADYAN, VARAZDAT HARUTYUNYAN
Summary

In August 2004 while climbing Mt. Ararat by the route of the first-climbers Parrot and Abovian
(1829), V. Gurzadyan took photos of aruined church (photos 1-3 and others not represented here) situated
at an atitude of 2100m in the north-west slope of the mountain. The church is located in militarized, care-
fully controlled zone, practicaly non-reachable for foreigners, where V. Gurzadyan (together with
S.Aarseth of Cambridge) was granted unexpected exclusive entry permission. Ruins of a fortress (photo 4)
are situated on the top of a nearby hill, while ruins of dwellings cover the latter's slopes. The church is
constructed of large blocks of orange tuff. Its eastern abside has survived better. It is remarkable that
large, separate pieces of the walls, occasionally upside down, are situated in 5-8m from the church, appar-
ently as aresult of a powerful earthquake. No information on this church exists either in the encyclopedic
monograph by Cuneo (footnote [3] in the text), or in Alishan’s “Ayrarat” [5], as well as in Parrot’s [6]
description of the trip to Ararat. According to V. Harutyunyan, these are ruins of an Armenian early-
Christian, 5th-6th century church, one-nef basilica. Thus, this is one of the highest altitude (above sea
level) situated churches among Armenian churches known up to now.
